Ambassador benefits
This is a paid role which provides a variety of rewarding experiences and opportunities
to develop a wide range of skills. All ambassadors receive a branded hoodie, a
certificate and a reference recognising their contribution.

Ambassador requirements
Any student registered with the Country Universities Centre who is passionate about
sharing their CUC experience and enhancing opportunities for their peers can apply to
become an ambassador. All ambassadors commit to conducting themselves as
respectful members and representatives of the CUC. 

After successfully completing your orientation and being inducted as ambassadors,
you are expected to commit up to 10 hours of your time per year to the program.
Ambassadors elect to make a range of different contributions, from short public
speaking opportunities to writing blog posts to representing students at formal events.
Your application form will tell us more about you and what you hope to achieve and
gain from the program.
